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Abstract

The research on the Goncept of ‘Adalah al-Sahabah : A Comparative
Study betwsen Ah! ai-Sunnsh and Shi'sh Perspactives aims al investigating
theories, the thought on *Adalah of the Sahabeh, and analyzes as well as compares
the thought on * ‘Adalah * between Ahl al-Sunnah and Shi'ah perspectives . The
study intends to clarify tho differences betwesn the two perspectives on “'Adaiah " ,
and to be as a norm in seeking knowledge and increasing faith.

The comparative study is solely based on a library research by
collecting the data is collected from the Qur'an, the Hadith, literature, and views of
renowned scholars of bath Ahf ak-Sunnah and Shi'ah as presented in their books
and writings i relations iheir thought.

The findings of the study. revaal as follows :

1. Ahl al-Sunnah believes that the period of the Sanabahs is the best
period in Islamic history because they had been educated by the Prophet until they
became the best generation, In conlrast, Shi‘ah views that it is the darkest period in
Isiamic history dus to the reason that the akSahabah fought againsl themselves and
many became hypocrite and excommunicated at the time

2. Ahl al-Sunnah views that all ai-Sahabah possess vertue of goodness
and righteausness (‘Adalah ) without the need o invesligate therr biographies and
behaviours, but they are not sinless ( fzmah ) since ‘Adalah is different irom sinless
By the way, Shi'ah views thal not eil Sahabah are in the slate of ‘Adalah. except only
3-7 Sahabahs, Besides, they were excommunicated men and hypocrites who did

not pessess the cheracter of ‘Adaiah.



3. Ahi al-Sunnah views that the emergences of war among the
Sahabah is the result of ijtihad (investigate) which is right or wrong. Those who do
Jjtibad, Aftah will abways reward them although the result is wrong. When the
Sahabah know that they did something against the Islamic teaching, they would ask
for Taubah {repentance), and sorfow with what they did as well as intended to
perform good deeds and avoid from bad desds. In contrast, Shi'ah point that the
war among the Sshabah, Ali fbn Abi Talib was the fight one because he is the right
feader who was chosen by Allsh and the Prophet to be the leader in the world .
Those who were in the opposite group to Ali were tyrannies who seriously comnitted
great sin thal Allah will never forgive them and they were hypocrites and
sxcommunicated persons.

4. Abi al-Sunnah views that Thursday event, Sagifah event at Bani
al-Sa'idah, Hadith Houch and Qur'anic verses relating 1o munafiq are clear issues
among the Sahabah because they got right conclusion, Shiah views that those

- evenls are not clear issues due to they made the Sahabah to be Kafir, Murlad and
Munafiq

5. Ahl al-Sunneh views that the reports concerning Islamic teachings
and Islamic | aws from the Sahubah have to bs admitted, believed and performed
by all Musiims. On contrery, Shi‘ah point oul that the Sahabah are common people
who coutd be Muslim, Kafir, Munafiq and Fasiq. And they have no ‘Adalah status. To
this reason, Shi‘ah do not accept the reports from the Sahabah, except thaes only
were from All's relatives and those who supported Ali politically. If the reports were
from the others, they would deny them completely aithough they are Sohih

(authentic) .
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
