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Abstract

This reséarch was intended to investigate the effects of
remedial teaching by comic programmmed lesson on mathematics
achievement of Prathomsuksa Six students. The samples nnder study in
this experimental study were 60 Prathomsuksa Six students of
Nibongchanupathum School under the Office .of the Yala Provincial
Primary Education in the academic year 1994, The students were
randomly assigned into two equal groups, 30 students in each. The
students in the experimental group were treated with remedial teaching
by comic programmed lesson instruction and those in the control group
were {reated with remedial teaching according to the methods in
teacher's manuals of Institute of Progressing Science and Technology.
The resecarch design was of pre-test and post-test model with a control
group. The research instraments consisted of a achievement test of

mathematics, linear comic programmed lesson is from 94.66/86.66 to
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100, lesson plan for remdial teaching and exercises for remdial. Each of

the experiment was conducted in twelve 60-minute sessions.
The findings were as follows:

1, Afler the freatment of remedial teaching by comic
programined lesson, the mathematics achievement of the students was
higher than before the treatment with a significant difference at .001

level.

2. After the treatinent of remedial teaching according {o the
methods in teacher’s manals of Institute of Progressing Science and
Technology, the mathemetic achievement of the students was higher

than before the treatment with a significant difference at .001 level.

3. The mathematios achievement of the students treated
with remedial teaching by comic programmmed lesson and the
mathematics achievement of those treated with remedial teaching
according to the Institute of Progressing Science and Technology were

signifcant difference at the .05 level
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
